and joint publications.

The interactions reaf-
firmed the mutual commit-
ment to enhance surgical

training, academic excel-
lence, and global research
impact, the press note
said.

Earlier, an academic
session brought together a
large and diverse au-
dience, comprising under-
graduate students, post-
graduate trainees, senior
residents, and faculty
members from Jipmer and
other medical colleges in
Puducherry with RCSEd
delegates.

The team from RCSEd
